TOOLS

*Drill Elec/Cordless *3/4” Drill Bit *3/8 Socket Driver Bit *Adjustable Wrench *Pliers

1. Tip the unit over so that the door is facing upward.

2. Insert the skid straps between the 4x4's and up against the 2x4 and fasten with #14 x 1-1/2 screws. (3) screws for each

skid strap. (See Figure A)

3. Using the hole in the skid strap as a guide. Drill a 3/4” hole through runner. Repeat on (3) remaining holes. (See Figure

B)

4. Insert the threaded ends of sling into the 3/4” holes in the 4x4 on both sides.

. Place the clip over the sling just above where it goes through the 4x4. (See Figure C)

6. Fasten clip down with (2) #14 x 1% screws. Repeat on (3) remaining slings.
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7. Slip 5/8" flat washer and 5/8" lock washer over the threaded end of the sling and fasten with 5/8” nut. Repeat on (3)
remaining (See Figure D) Note: “Do NOT use an impact wrench to tighten”.

8. Insert a cotter pin through holes in the end of the sling. Bend pin ends to secure.

9. Set unit upright.

10. Slide the serial rating name plate onto spreader bar. (See Figure F)

11. Thread 3/4” nut on each end of the spreader bar and turn until they are to the end of the threads.

12. Insert the spreader bar through the hole in retainer. Keep the flanged edge away from the nut. (See Figure F)

13. Insert the spreader bar through the sling at the narrowest point. The sling will fit into the retainer. (See Figure E)

14. Put on (2) 3/4” washers, then a 3/4” nut on spreader bar and tighten. Put on the other 3/4” nut and tighten. Repeat on
opposite side. (See Figure F)
Note: The spreader bar should be just touching against the roof when the nuts are tightened.
